Through the auspices of the Greater Philadelphia USOC Community Partner Program and the Philadelphia
Army/Navy Host Committee, the Red, White & You program will offer underprivileged children in the
Philadelphia region the opportunity to experience the excitement of a U.S. Olympic Trials event, and the
pageantry of the Army/Navy Game. Since 2003, Red, White & You has hosted more than 2,000 young people at
the Army/Navy Game.

The Philadelphia Department of Recreation strives to make programs relevant and accessible
to underserved communities, including minorities, women, the economically disadvantaged and
those with special needs. The Department of Recreation has 43 gymnastics programs
throughout the City, and 174 recreation centers that touch thousands of youth each year.

The Police Athletic League (PAL) of Philadelphia is "Cops Helping Kids." With 27 centers
across Philadelphia serving 26,000 kids, PAL offers a large variety of sports, education, and
recreational programs to all of Philadelphia's youngsters completely free of charge.

United Way of Southeastern Pennsylvania’s “Girls Today, Leaders Tomorrow’ program for
girls in 6th through 8th grade, helps develop and maintain core values for young women that
will protect them from negative influences.

School District of Philadelphia’s Army, Air Force and Navy Junior ROTC academies and
programs promote patriotism, and develop informed and responsible citizenship and a high
degree of personal honor, self-reliance, individual discipline and leadership. There are currently
16 JROTC programes in the Philadelphia area and more than 2,500 participating students.
